Dear Ms. Dehghani-Tatfti:

The Committee on the Judiciary is conducting oversight of state and local jurisdictions
that endanger American communities through their refusal to cooperate with federal immigration
officials and their prioritization of illegal and criminal aliens over American citizens. We write to
request information about your office’s sanctuary policies, which ultimately endanger the
communities you serve.

During your tenure, the Office of the Commonwealth’s Attorney for Arlington County
and the City of Falls Church has routinely undermined the rule of law under the guise of
safeguarding the public. You have boasted, for example, about how your office has “protected
people’s DACA status” and “fashioned resolutions that avoid deportation.”! In one case, you
claimed your office “thought long and hard” about how to prevent a foreign national’s
deportation.?

You also appear to have weaponized your office to give preferential treatment to aliens
based solely on their immigration status. You previously committed to “take immigration status
into consideration when making charging decisions on minor infractions” so aliens can avoid
“collateral consequences,” and your office has trained its employees “on the effects of criminal

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prosecution on immigration status.” In a June 2023 interview, you even claimed that witnessing
prosecutors “ignore[e] immigration consequences” motivated you to run for office.’ You have
wrongly characterized routine ICE arrests of criminals as abductions.®

The effects of your office’s soft-on-crime, pro-criminal alien policies have been
devastating. On April 12, 2026, Arlington County Police Department officers arrested Luzvin
Orvando Garcia Moran after he approached a woman, “grabb[ed] her,” and “shov[ed] her against
a wall,” assaulted her, and continued to attack her even after she initially managed to escape
from him.” Two bystanders “stepped in to help and called the police.”® Garcia Moran is an illegal
alien whose yearslong criminal history includes multiple arrests and charges, including for public
intoxication, assault and battery, and probation violations.’ He has now been charged with
“abduction of a person with intent to defile, sodomy by force or victim helplessness[,] and
assault in an alleged attempted rape.”!°

Court records reveal that for years your office refused to prosecute Garcia Moran for
multiple crimes, including public intoxication and assault and battery.!! According to an
Arlington County crime report, in May 2025, Garcia Moran approached a group of juveniles and
“allegedly assault[ed] the victim and display[ed] what appeared to be a firearm before fleeing on
foot.”'> When police arrived, Garcia Moran “attempted to flee from officers and a struggle
ensued during which [Garcia Moran] attempted to grab an officer’s firearm.”!> When your office
finally prosecuted Garcia Moran for disarming a law enforcement officer of a stun gun, a
sweetheart plea deal ensured he was back onto northern Virginia streets within months of his
felony conviction.'* That plea deal came after a probation officer warned that Garcia Moran was
“likely to get intoxicated and to engage in behaviors that could result in disorderly conduct or

assault charges.”!> The officer concluded that Garcia Moran was “a danger to self and others.”!®

Under your office’s pro-crime, pro-illegal immigration policies, illegal alien criminals are
allowed to freely operate, terrorize local communities, and reoffend without consequences. Like
other sanctuary jurisdictions we have examined, the shielding of criminal aliens from
immigration enforcement in Arlington County undermines public safety and thwarts the efficient
enforcement of federal law. Accordingly, to assist the Committee with its continued oversight of
federal immigration policy and to inform potential legislative reforms to address sanctuary
policies, we ask that you provide the following information:

1. All documents and communications referring or relating to the Office of the
Commonwealth’s Attorney for Arlington County and the City of Falls Church’s
interaction with ICE for the period January 1, 2020, to the present;

2. All documents and communications referring or relating to the Office of the
Commonwealth’s Attorney for Arlington County and the City of Falls Church’s
policies related to the prosecution of non-U.S. citizens for the period January 1, 2020,
to the present;

3. All documents and communications referring or relating to active and closed cases in
which attorneys in the Office of the Commonwealth’s Attorney for Arlington County
and the City of Falls Church considered immigration consequences in prosecution
decisions, including the defendants’ initial charges and the cases’ ultimate
dispositions, for the period January 1, 2020, to the present;

4. All documents and communications referring or relating to the Office of the
Commonwealth’s Attorney for Arlington County and the City of Falls Church’s
policies related to bond for non-U.S. citizens for the period January 1, 2020, to the
present; and

5. All documents and communications between or among the Office of the
Commonwealth’s Attorney for Arlington County and the City of Falls Church, the
Arlington County Sheriff’s Office, and the Arlington County Police Department
referring or relating to immigration enforcement for the period January 1, 2020, to the
present.

Please provide the information requested as soon as possible but no later than 5:00 p.m.
on May 18, 2026. The Committee is authorized to conduct oversight of federal immigration law
pursuant to the Rules of the House of Representatives.!” If you have any questions, please
contact Committee staff at (202) 225-6906.
